Most recently,
he was a member of Madison First United Methodist Church in Madison, GA
where he continued his teaching and serving. 

 He graduated from Commercial High School in Atlanta in 1940. He worked at
Atlantic Steel until he was drafted in 1943 to serve during WWII as a radio
operator in a B-17. After his honorable discharge in 1946, he attended Emory
University, becoming a Math and Science teacher. He later attended the
University of Georgia to earn a Specialist Degree in Education. 



Mr. Moss was an educator for 33 years, who enjoyed teaching and touching
on the lives of his students in Clayton County, then later in the Atlanta Public
Schools. The last 15 years were spent serving as principal at Benteen
Elementary School. 

 He and Frances retired to Buckhead, GA in 1993 to fish, garden, and travel.
They had wonderful relationships with their grandchildren and great-
grandchildren who visited and stayed with them often, teaching them to
garden, fish, and play cards.
